While | receive, with much satisfaction, your Address replete with expressions of affection
and esteem; | rejoice in the opportunity of assuring you, that | shall always retain a grateful
remembrance of the cordial welcome | experienced in my visit to Newport, from all classes
of Citizens.

The reflection on the days of difficulty and danger which are past is rendered the more
sweet, from a consciousness that they are succeeded by days of uncommon prosperity and
security. If we have wisdom to make the best use of the advantages with which we are now
favored, we cannot fail, under the just administration of a good Government, to become a
great and a happy people.

The Citizens of the United States of America have a right to applaud themselves for having
given to mankind examples of an enlarged and liberal policy: a policy worthy of imitation. All
possess a like liberty of conscience and immunities of citizenship. It is now no more that
toleration is spoken of, as if it was by the indulgence of one class of people, that another
enjoyed the exercise of their inherent natural rights. For happily the Government of the
United States, which gives to bigotry no sanction, to persecution no assistance requires only
that they who live under its protection should demean themselves as good citizens, in giving
it on all occasions their effectual support.

It would be inconsistent with the frankness of my character not to avow that | am pleased
with your favorable opinion of my Administration, and fervent wishes for my felicity. May the
Children of the Stock of Abraham, who dwell in this land, continue to merit and enjoy the
good will of the other Inhabitants; while everyone shall sit in safety under his own vine and
fig tree, and there shall be none to make him afraid. May the father of all mercies scatter
light and not darkness in our paths, and make us all in our several vocations useful here,
and in his own due time and way everlastingly happy.

The Second Reading Samuel Adams,14 October 1771

The liberties of our country, the freedom of our civil Constitution are worth defending at all
hazards; and it is our duty to defend -them against all attacks. We have received them as a
fair inheritance from our worthy ancestors. They purchased them for us with toil, and danger,
and expense of treasure and blood, and transmitted them to us with care and diligence. It
will bring an everlasting mark of infamy on the present generation, enlightened as it is, if we
should suffer them to be wrested from us by violence without a struggle, or be cheated out of
them by the artifices of false and designing men. Of the latter, we are in most danger at pre-
sent. Let us therefore be aware of it. Let us contemplate our forefathers and posterity, and
resolve to maintain the rights bequeathed to us from the former for the sake of the latter.

Instead of sitting down satisfied with the efforts we have already made, which is the wish of
our enemies, the necessity of the times more than ever calls for our utmost circumspection,
deliberation, fortitude, and perseverance. Let us remember that "if we suffer tamely a

lawless attack upon our liberty, we encourage it, and involve others in our doom!" It is a very
serious consideration, which should deeply impress our minds, that millions yet unborn may
be the miserable sharers in the event!

The Third Reading Excerpt from Second Inaugural Address President Abraham
Lincoln, 1865

On the occasion corresponding to this four years ago all thoughts were anxiously directed
to an impending civil war. All dreaded it, all sought to avert it...

One eighth of the whole population were colored slaves, not distributed generally over the
nation, but localized in the Southern part of it. These slaves constituted a peculiar and
powerful interest. All knew that this interest was, somehow, the cause of the war...Yet
neither party expected for the war the magnitude or the duration of which it has already
attained...

Each looked for an easier triumph...Both read the same Bible, and pray to the same God,;
and each invokes His aid against the other. It may seem strange that any man dare ask a
just God's assistance in wringing their bread from the sweat of other men's faces; but let
us judge not that we be not judged. The prayers of both could not be answered; that of
neither has been answered fully. The Almighty has His own purposes... If we shall sup-
pose that American slavery is one of those offences which, in the providence of God he
wills to remove, and that He gives to both North and South this terrible war as the woe due
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to those by whom the offence came, shall we discern therein any departure from those di-
vine attributes which the believers in a Living God always ascribe to Him? Fondly do we
hope--fervently do we pray that this mighty scourge of war may speedily pass away.

Yet, if God wills that it continue, until all the wealth piled by the bondman's two hundred
fifty years of unrequited toil shall be sunk, and until every drop of blood drawn from the
lash, shall be paid by another drawn with the sword, as was said three thousand years
ago so still it must be said, the judgments of the Lord are true and righteous all

together.'

With malice toward none; with charity for all; with firmness in the right, as God gives us to
see the right, let us strive on to finish the work we are in; to bind up the nation's wounds,
to care for him who shall have borne the battle, and for his widow, and his orphan to do all
which may achieve and cherish a just, and a lasting peace, among ourselves, and with all
nations.

The Fourth Reading Elizabeth Rule, grade 12, Chickasaw

The importance of patriotism to Native Americans extends beyond mere pride in the United
States—it represents unity, identity, and the reconnection of the circle. When attending a
powwow, one notices that the tribal flags are carried in with the American flag, symbolizing a
common bond between all Native Americans. Though various tribes have different
traditions, customs, and beliefs, all American Indians, regardless of tribal affiliation, are, first
and foremost, Americans. When our land became dominated by settlers, people with vastly
different ways of life, much of our identity as Native people was lost due to legal bans on our
practices, the negative connotation of being Native American, and mandatory assimilation
into European culture. However, we were able to withstand these difficulties and overcome
these obstacles. Native Americans are still alive and well, proudly expressing our heritage,
and passing down our sacred ways through the generations. It is important to come
together as Native and non-Native people in order to ensure that our rich and beautiful
culture is not forgotten or lost in time. Through patriotism, we must continue in our efforts to
reconnect the circle and work with our fellow Americans for the accomplishment of a
common goal—a bright future.

The Fifth Reading Excerpt from the Letter from the Birmingham Jail,
Martin Luther King, Jr., 1963

But though | was initially disappointed at being categorized as an extremist, as |
continued to think about the matter | gradually gained a measure of satisfaction from the
label. Was not Jesus an extremist for love: "Love your enemies, bless them that curse
you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and
persecute you." Was not Amos an extremist for justice: "Let justice roll down like waters
and righteousness like an ever-flowing stream." Was not Paul an extremist for the
Christian gospel:

"l bear in my body the marks of the Lord Jesus." Was not Martin Luther an extremist:
"Here | stand; | cannot do otherwise, so help me God." And John Bunyan: "l will stay in
mail to the end of my days be- fore | make a butchery of my conscience." And Abraham
Lincoln: "This nation cannot survive half slave and half free." And Thomas Jefferson: "We
hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal..."

So the question is not whether we will be extremists, but what kind of extremists we will be.
Will we be extremists for hate or for love? Will we be extremists for the preservation of
injustice or for the extension of justice?

Let me take note of my other major disappointment. | have been so greatly disappointed
with the white church and its leadership... So often the contemporary church is a weak,
ineffectual voice with an uncertain sound. So often it is an arch defender of the status quo
... But the judgment of God is upon the church as never before. If today's church does
not recapture the sacrificial spirit of the early church, it will lose its authenticity, forfeit the
loyalty of millions, and be dismissed as an irrelevant social club with no meaning for the
twentieth century. Perhaps | have once again been too optimistic. Is organized religion
too inextricably bound to the status quo to save our nation and the world?

The Sixth Reading Excerpt from Confronted by God, by Verna Dozier, 1982

We can come to the Bible with a new understanding of what it says that will itself be a
new response to that revelation: that God came into history to create a people who
would change the world, who would make the world a place where every person knew
that he or she was loved, was valued, had a contribution to make, and had just as much
right to the riches of the world as every other person. That is what the church is all
about, to bring into being that vision, that ideal community of love in which we all are
equally valuable and in which we equally share. Every structure of life comes under the
judgment of that vision: our politics, our economics, our education, our social structures.
Even the church. Nothing is exempt from that challenge. Every member of the church
who lives and works in any of those structures or any combination of those structures
is called to carry the message that this structure will be re- deemed to the glory of God.
