O God, the King of glory, you have exalted your only Son Jesus Christ with great 
triumph to your kingdom in heaven: Do not leave us comfortless, but send us your 
Holy Spirit to strengthen us, and exalt us to that place where our Savior Christ has 
gone before; who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, in glory 
everlasting. Amen.

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THE FIRST READING  Acts 1:6-14 
 
When the apostles had come together, they asked Jesus, “Lord, is this the time when you 
will restore the kingdom to Israel?” He replied, “It is not for you to know the times or 
periods that the Father has set by his own authority. But you will receive power when the 
Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea 
and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.” When he had said this, as they were watching, 
he was lifted up, and a cloud took him out of their sight. While he was going and they 
were gazing up toward heaven, suddenly two men in white robes stood by them. They 
said, “Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking up toward heaven? This Jesus, who has 
been taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him go into 
heaven.” 
 
Then they returned to Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, a 
sabbath day’s journey away. When they had entered the city, they went to the room 
upstairs where they were staying, Peter, and John, and James, and Andrew, Philip and 
Thomas, Bartholomew and Matthew, James son of Alphaeus, and Simon the Zealot, and 
Judas son of James. All these were constantly devoting themselves to prayer, together with 
certain women, including Mary the mother of Jesus, as well as his brothers. 
 
Hear what the Spirit is saying to us.​

THE GOSPEL  John 17:1-11 
 

The Gospel of Jesus according to John. 
Glory to you, Lord Christ.  
 
Jesus looked up to heaven and said, “Father, the hour has come; glorify your Son so that the 
Son may glorify you, since you have given him authority over all people, to give eternal life 
to all whom you have given him. And this is eternal life, that they may know you, the only 
true God, and Jesus Christ whom you have sent. I gloriΞed you on earth by Ξnishing the 
work that you gave me to do. So now, Father, glorify me in your own presence with the 
glory that I had in your presence before the world existed. 
 
“I have made your name known to those whom you gave me from the world. They were 
yours, and you gave them to me, and they have kept your word. Now they know that 
everything you have given me is from you; for the words that you gave to me I have given to 
them, and they have received them and know in truth that I came from you; 
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and they have believed that you sent me. I am asking on their behalf; I am not asking on 
behalf of the world, but on behalf of those whom you gave me, because they are yours. All 
mine are yours, and yours are mine; and I have been gloriΞed in them. And now I am no 
longer in the world, but they are in the world, and I am coming to you. Holy Father, 
protect them in your name that you have given me, so that they may be one, as we are one.”

EUCHARISTIC PRAYER 
 

God be with you. 
And also with you. 
 
Lift up your hearts. 
We lift them to God. 
 

Let us give thanks to God. 
It is right to give our thanks and praise. 
 
We praise you and we bless you, holy and gracious God, source of life abundant. From 
before time, you made ready the creation. Your Holy Spirit moved over the deep and 
brought all things into being: sun, moon, and stars; earth, winds, and waters; and every 
living thing. 

 

You made us in your image and taught us to walk in your ways. But we rebelled against you, 
and wandered far away; and yet, as a mother cares for her children, you would not forget us. 
Time and again you called us to live in the fullness of your love. And so this day we join 
with Saints and Angels in the chorus of praise that rings through eternity, lifting our voices 
to magnify you as we sing:​
 

Holy, Holy, Holy Lord, God of power and might,  
heaven and earth are full of your glory. 
Hosanna in the highest.  
Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the Lord. 
Hosanna in the highest.    
 
Glory and honor and praise to you, holy and living God. To deliver us from the power of 
sin and death and to reveal the riches of your grace, you looked with favor upon Mary, your 
willing servant, that she might conceive and bear a son, Jesus the holy child of God. 
 

Living among us, Jesus loved us.  He broke bread with outcasts and sinners, healed the sick, 
and proclaimed good news to the poor. He yearned to draw all the world to himself, yet we 
were heedless of his call to walk in love. Then, the time came for him to complete upon the 
cross the sacriΞce of his life, and to be gloriΞed by you. 
 

On the night before he died for us, Jesus was at table with his friends. He took bread, gave 
thanks to you, broke it, and gave it to them, and said: 
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“Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.” 
As supper was ending, Jesus took the cup of wine. Again, he gave thanks to you, gave it to 
them, and said:  
“Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is poured out for you 
and for all for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance 
of me.” 
Now gathered at your table, O God of all creation, and remembering Christ, cruciΞed and 
risen, who was and is and is to come, we oΛer to you our gifts of bread and wine, and 
ourselves, a living sacriΞce: 
We celebrate his death and resurrection, as we await the day of his coming. 
 
Holy God, speak in tongues of Ξre and inspire us to challenge and heal a broken world. 
Pour out your Spirit upon these gifts that they may be the Body and Blood of Christ. 
Breathe your Spirit over the whole earth and make us your new creation, the Body of Christ 
given for the world you have made. In the fullness of time bring us, with Mary, Mark, 
Elizabeth, and all your saints, from every tribe and language and people and nation, to feast 
at the banquet prepared from the foundation of the world. 
 

Through Christ and with Christ and in Christ, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, to you be 
honor, glory, and praise, for ever and ever.  Amen.

You will be offered bread by a celebrant and invited to drink from the common cup. Please 
put out your hands to help guide the cup to your lips, and drink.  

 

If you do not wish to receive the wine, please cross your hands over your chest. Please refrain 
from intincting (dipping) the host (the bread) into the wine. 

 

We offer Laying on of Hands in the chapel on the first and third Sunday of the month. On those 
Sundays, you may receive communion and go to the chapel to have prayers.
